Flea Market Criteria for Club Members
By Nancy Peterson and Gary Beeg

Effective January 1, 2008, new criteria will be in place for BSC club m embers as it pertains to
reserving tables for the BSC Annual Flea Market.

1. All new members must be a club member in good standing for one full year (starting from
the date of initial membership) and attend a minimum of 4 club functions (for exampl e,
monthly club meetings, picnic, Awards Banquet) to be eligible for a table at the Flea Market.

2. All existing members in good standing must attend a minimum of 4 club functions (for
example, monthly club meetings, picnic, Awards Banquet) to be elig ible for a table at the
Flea Market.

3. Ten tables will be reserved for eligible club members each year on a first come, first serve
basis and will be limited to up to 2 tables.

4. Eligible club members must submit applications via U.S. mail to t he club's PO Box, as
instructed by the Flea Market Committee Chairperson, within 2 weeks from the date of the
November Club meeting.

5. The Flea Market Committee Chairperson reserves the right to deny or revoke a vendor's
table at anytime with a full ~ refund.
